1975 saw me acquiring a Pudelpointer as a versatile dog for my upland and waterfowl hunting needs.  1988 saw my kennel...Cedarwood Gun Dogs, acquire the first of my breeding stock as I had chosen the Pudelpointer to represent myself and my kennel in the hunting dog world..  A rare but proven breed that has now provided most wonderful hunts and personal relationships for myself and my entire family.  I would expect most that have found success being shared as an entire family, see the brightness this adventure brings.  

We have raised hundreds of Pudelpointer pups over the years at Cedarwood Kennel;  written a book on breeding and training versatile dogs (Bob's book); written a cookbook (LaFaye's book);  trained/handled/ tested over 150 different dogs in NAVHDA test; won NSTRA field trials with 4 different stud dogs;  and hunted birds over 80 day annually in 6 different states.  All this, but the best was creating a Breeders Alliance (NAPPA) to protect and preserve the Pudelpointer breed as a "top shelf" hunting dog for North American Sportsmen.

2016 saw a young man from Texas inquiring about my dogs and requesting a pup.  As I have learned over the years, I researched this young man and his intentions nearly as much as he probably had my Pudelpointers.  A conversation with his father solidified his place on my puppy waiting list, however.  2017 saw a male Pudelpointer going to Texas which was named Cedarwoods JaegR Texas.  Several years later a female and the young man named her Cedarwoods PipR Texas.  Both dogs were trained and handled for their NAVHDA Natural Ability and also Utility tests, receiving all PRZ 1 accomplishments on all tests.  With PipR earning a NAVHDA Versatile Champion title.

This young man is Stephen Lundy and his Pudelpointer kennel name is North Texas.  Over the past 4 years I have become very familiar with Stephen and the constitution he personally lives by.  A religious man and a devoted husband and father.  Most importantly, I know Stephen as a friend.  He drove a puppy from Texas to Idaho to personally meet me and my wife LaFaye as the pup was out of the two original dogs I had sold Stephen.


In today's world I now realize I have less time left than I have now lived.  I feel like the kid with a pocket full of sweets and as the sweets disappear the ones left begin to taste even sweeter, but the package continues to gets smaller and lighter.
